
To get to our farm from Louisiana: from, Lake Charles, Sulphur and Vinton area, take
IH10 West and get off at second Orange Exit. This is the 16th. St./Hwy. 87 exit. After
exiting, turn left and travel approximately 8 miles until you see our signs. Then turn right
on Abe’s Road and follow signs to farm.

From: Starks, DeQuincy, La use Hwy. 12 to get into Texas. Pass through Deweyville and
continue West until you come to Hwy. 87. Turn left and head South toward Orange. Go
one mile and after going over railroad overpass, exit to right. This is the Hartburg exit.
Go until you come to first stop sign. This is old Hwy. 87 and you will turn right and
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follow signs to farm. You will pass Hartburg Baptist Church almost immediately and
continue on for almost a mile and entrance to farm will be on your Left.

From Beaumont and Vidor area take Hwy 12 East. After reaching Mauriceville, continue
on East until you come to Hwy. 87. Turn right and head South toward Orange. Go one
mile and after going over railroad overpass, exit to right. This is Hartburg exit. Go until
you come to first stop sign. This is old Hwy. 87, turn right, go about one mile and
entrance to farm will be on your left. From Bridge City, Port Arthur, Mid-County area:
take Hwy.87 and continue through Orange. Upon reaching IH 10 your will be
approximately 8 miles from Abes Road. Continue on North on Hwy 87 and after reaching
Abe’s Road, turn right onto it, follow signs to Farm.

From Silsbee, Kirbyville and Buna Area: Take Hwy 62 South until you come to Hwy. 12.
This will be at Mauriceville. Turn left on Hwy 12 and go 8 miles until you come to Hwy.
87. Turn right, go another mile and exit to right at Hartburg exit, just as you go over
railroad overpass. Go until you come to first stop sign. This is Old Hwy. 87, turn to right
and go one more mile. Entrance to our farm will be on your left.
